Copyhold of the Manor of Bexhill, earlier known as Tymon's 

 

PROPERTY DETAILS (NGR TQ 7023 0805) 

 

Beaches, or sometimes spelt Beeches, is a modern name for a croft begun by 

William Lunceford before 1400. By 1433 it had become a farm and let to Roger 

Tymon whose family acquired it and gave it the name Tymons. It was a large 

holding with a frontage along Barnhorn Lane to Coneyburrow Lane, and along this 

frontage in 1433 we would have found several other crofts being held by free 

tenants of Barnhorn Manor.  (1) 

 

The farm in later years, seems to be an amalgamation of two properties, Beaches 

of 30 acres and Tookeys of 36 acres.
